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ABSTRACT. This article, from the
perspective of Biocosmology — affirms
the need and substantiates the
Noocratic (Northern) future, for this
aiming at the shift of foundations for
the current (dominating) Type of
rationality (Type of mentality, Type of
dominating cosmology) — from the
Binary (Dualistic — Platonic, of
mathematical physicalism) — to the
Ternary (Triadologic — Aristotelian, of
Organicistic naturalism). All this is
necessary for the contemporary actual
putting forward the Integralist type
(thus replacing the currently
dominating, according to Sorokin — the
Sensate type) of sociocultural
organization — by advancing the
Integralist rational bases and the
effective (scientific, and of all
sociocultural spheres) methods in the
process of building the “Community of
Common Destiny .
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SYNOPSIS
Two bright events served as an impetus to the writing of this article. First, it is the
promotion of the world cultural initiative by the Chinese leadership aimed at building
a “Community of common destiny” (heralded at the 19th National Congress of the
Communist Party of China, in October 2017); and the Report to the Club of Rome,
authored by its co-chairs Weizsdcker and Wijkman (in December 2017). In addition,
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the essential resources for the research turned out to be (their study and analysis) of
the three ourstanding scientific works of our contemporary epoch (as its outstanding
achievements): “The New Organon”, of Francis Bacon (1620); four-volume “Social
and Cultural Dynamics”, of Pitirim Sorokin (1937-1941); and “The Origin and Goal
of History”, of Karl Jaspers (1948). Fundamentally, the author’s exploration likewise
addresses the study of the classic work of Taoism, the “Tao Te Ching”, of Lao Tzu.

Completely agreeing with the developmental agenda (mentioned in the above
sources, of the 2017) and consisting in the need to implement the “new
Enlightenment” and build a “common planetary harmonious civilization” — the author
in turn puts forward and substantiates the conceptual proposal (the essence of which
Is reflected in the article’s heading), and wherein the main thesis argues about the
timeliness and high priority (moreover, the urgency) of realizing the foundations
shifting of the contemporary dominating Type of rationality, first of all, essentially in
real terms — in actualizing the transition from the Binary (Dichotic, Dyadic, Dualistic
— static, the Platonic) Type of thinking and logic — to the Ternary (Triadic, Triune,
Organicist — dynamic, the Aristotelian) Type of rationality. In a concrete expression,
this means that the modern sociocultural development of the world demands
inevitably and urgently the replacement of existing (and dominating, for the last five
centuries, due to Sorokin’s theory) the Sensate type of sociocultural organization — by
a new (i.e. its natural typical rational moving forward, substantiation and building) —
the Integral(ist) Type of rationality (Type of mentality, Type of dominating
cosmology).

In this (Triadological) approach, the author tries to develop and fully
substantiate the conclusion that in the sociocultural development ““all paths lead to the
North”; and that the crux of the current efforts is precisely granting the status of a
main priority to the Noocratic vector in the world cultural development, i.e. the
rationalization of universal reasonable efforts, carried out on precisely the basis of
strict natural (natural-science — naturalist) Organicist laws, and which (of the
Organicist essence) understanding is traditionally followed by the Eastern thought
and Northern thought. The real Organicist laws of nature, however, were gradually
(conventionally) abolished in the 16-18th centuries, first among the Western
European scientific community, and today (in fact) are banned for use in the
dominant (Western — global) scientific community — i.e. the fundamental natural-
science (Organicist) principles are wholly suspended (taboo), namely: the
fundamental principles of natural Dynamism, Bipolarity, Cyclicity and
Biorhythmicity (Triadicity, Quadripartiteness and Pentavalence) for all real natural
(primarily, the sociocultural) phenomena and processes. Long ago, therefore, the time
is ripe (for scientists and all cultural figures) to drastically go deeper into the study of
the real (crisis) state of affairs, and further, upon the rationalization of the grounds,
resolutely turning the development of cultural processes into the essential (Noocratic-
Northern) direction. Herein, the cornerstone naturalist principle is that every new
(and current) natural Biorhythm of world development realizes its every successive
(new) cycle essentially by the use of Internal (natural, Cosmic) potentials. In the
present, therefore, the main task for scientists and cultural figures is precisely the
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comprehension and rationalization of these natural potentials, and, on this basis — of
their actualization (construction) within the needed (natural Integralist) sociocultural
organization and its evolvement.
